Department Heads or other selected city staff should station themselves in City Hall, while practicing the six-foot social distancing rule, and be available to attend the meeting if they are called in by cell phone.  Limited space may be available outside the Council Chambers for members of the public required to attend, and whose presence will not violate the stay at home order.  Even so, if the six-foot distancing rule cannot be complied with, any person outside the Council Chambers will be asked to leave that area.
