NEW BUSINESS:

LANCE GRANTHAM – SPECIAL EXCEPTION FOR A HOME OCCUPATION TO OPERATE A FIREARM BUSINESS LOCATED AT 103 DISMUKES DR.

Ms. Bridgette introduced a request by Mr. Lance Grantham for a special exception for a home occupation to operate a firearm business located at 103 Dismukes Dr.   
Mr. Scott Grantham, his father, was representing for Mr. Lance Grantham due to Lance working out of town. Mr. Scott Grantham explained that Lance is wanting to get a website and obtain his FFL. He is wanting to run a website to be able to obtain optics, knives, and other hunting gear for acquaintances. There will be minimum firearm dealing with the FFL license for personal contacts, not advertised other than what is on the webpage and those things will be redirected through the internet. He explained this opens the door for deep discounts on hunting gear and helps pull in better pricing on products. Ms. Bridgette asked if he was talking about on Dismukes, and he agreed that was the correct address. Ms. Bridgette said she was sure the members would have questions for the son and him not being there to answer them. Mr. Scott Grantham stated it was going to be a joint venture between him and the son. 
Ms. Bridgette opened the floor for any public comment, which there were none and no correspondence. The public hearing is now closed. 
Ms. Bridgette asked if any of the Board had any questions for Mr. Grantham. Mr. Nagy asked if there would be any inventory of firearms located in the home. Mr. Scott Grantham said no, other than overnight waiting on someone to pick up and they would not be building an inventory. Mr. Nagy clarified rather or not Mr. Lance Grantham had his firearm dealer license. Mr. Scott Grantham explained they were having to get approved for the special exception and then they would apply for the FFL. Mr. Nagy asked if they had adequate storage for the guns to be stored while waiting for pick up. Mr. Grantham explained they had just purchased an 84-gun safe before Christmas.  
Mr. James made the comment that businesses do not belong in residential area. Mr. James stated that he was speaking for himself and not the whole board, but he thought that businesses belonged in business districts and not in residential areas. The increase in traffic from deliveries and buyers would make the area unsafe to other residents. Mr. Grantham stated he did not want people coming to his house, that his intent would be if he ordered for co-workers to take it to work. Not have those people come to his house. 
Ms. Hancock asked Mr. Rainer Cotter if the permission was granted for the business was there anything to stop it from becoming a full-fledged store. Mr. Cotter stated it could not become that under the law, but sometimes it does become that by practice. That is the problem with these type businesses, it turns into something the regulations do not allow. Mr. Cotter pointed out that there should be no signage, no employees, and no increase in traffic. The reason the board has been so reluctant in the past to approve firearm dealer is the heightened concerned of firearm in neighborhoods. That in this day and time it is something they have to consider. Mr. Grantham stated that if it were to actually grown into something like that, he has other properties out in the county he could move it to. 
Ms. Bridgette asked if they were even set up to deal with firearms yet. Mr. Grantham said no, they had to get past this hurdle first and get the home occupation granted before applying for the FFL. 
Ms. Bridgette said at this time the chair will entertain a motion. Mr. Nagy said at this time I say we deny this request for a firearm business at 103 Dismukes. Mr. James second the motion. All in favor raise your right hand, opposing has the same right. All in agreeance that the request be denied. Ms. Bridgette said sir, at this time your request in denied. Mr. Grantham said they should put that out there for other people. That 50 people had applied and all had been denied. We should just tell them no and not waste their time or money applying. Ms. Bridgette said she understood his frustration, but they have guidelines they have to follow.
