REVIEW OF MINUTES- March 11, 2020

A copy of the minutes from March 11, 2020 meeting was provided to each member of the Board of Adjustment. Being there were no corrections, additions, or deletions, Ms. Gilley made a motion to approve the minutes; Mr. James made the second. The vote being all ayes, motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

BRANDY ALBRITTON- VARIANCE- 122 S. ANN STREET.

Ms. Bridgette introduced a request for a side yard variance for a storage shed located at 122 S. Ann Street. 

Ms. Albritton was unable to attend in person due to a Covid-19 quarantine. She was present via remote calling. 

Ms. Albritton stated she was going to let her husband give background on their request. Mr. Parker stated they live on a corner lot and due to a technicality by definition they do not have a backyard. The shed they wish to put in would not be visible from the road. 

Ms. Bridgette opened the meeting for public comment. 

Mr. James made a motion to approve the request. Mr. Nagy seconded the motion. All votes being ayes, motion carried. 




CHRIS LUSKER- AN AFTER THE FACT VARIANCE- 214 BRITT DRIVE.

Ms. Bridgette introduced a request for an after the fact side yard variance to extend the existing shed located at 214 Britt Drive. 

Mr. Lusker stated the shed was already about 99% done. He and the builder started working on it in February. He stated he got a new boat and wanted to extend his shed to park the boat under. 

Mr. James asked if he knew he needed to get a permit before he started. Mr. Lusker stated he did not know. Mr. James asked if his builder, Mr. Blank, was licensed and asked if he knew that they needed a permit. Mr. Lusker stated Mr. Blank is licensed now. Mr. Blank stated he did not know they needed a permit for something that size. 

Ms. Hayes stated Tyler went by the residence and noticed the work being done and stopped them. She stated Mr. Blank has complied with everything the Engineering Department has asked of him and is now licensed to do that type of work.

Ms. Bridgette opened the floor for public comment. The Engineering Department did receive one letter from a neighbor stating they had no problem with Mr. Lusker adding onto his shed.

Mr. James made a motion to approve a 13’ after the fact side yard variance. Mr. Nagy seconded the motion on the terms it be built up to the City of Enterprise building code. All votes being ayes, motion carried. 

CHURCH ON BOLL WEEVIL CIRCLE-VARIANCE- 2017 BOLL WEEVIL CIRCLE.

Ms. Bridgette introduced a request for a variance for two modular buildings located at 2017 Boll Weevil Circle.

Mr. Logsdon stated they have started pouring concrete for the church’s new building. He stated that in this process they discovered the modular buildings would need to be moved to another area on the property for all the dirt work to be completed. He stated they are requesting the modular buildings not be considered as modular homes since the city ordinance states they are not aloud in that zone. The church would like for the two modular buildings be classified as places of worship. Mr. Logsdon stated they are requesting a variance allowing the church to keep both modular buildings on the property permanently for church use because the church needs more space to support the congregation. 

Ms. Bridgette asked how long would it be before the church would be completed. Mr. Logsdon stated they were not sure, but even after the new building was completed the church still felt like they would need the two modular buildings. 

Mr. James stated the problem with that is the Board has to be careful because they try to keep as much consistency with everything and if they allow them to keep the modular buildings then it could make other churches in the city want to do the same. The board has to follow a fine line because of the city code. Mr. James stated it is still considered a manufactured home by title. He stated that letting them decorate the modular home up and keep it then it sets a precedent for the rest of the city. It was meant to be a temporary building in the beginning. 

Mr. Logsdon stated originally it was meant to be temporary, but the church is growing faster than they have space. He stated they had been through so many road blocks already. Ms. Bridgette stated the Board understands that, but they have to consider what the city code states. Mr. Logsdon stated shouldn’t they also consider the value that the church has to the community and everything they will be able to do to help the community once finished. Ms. Bridgette stated the Board has certainly considered that in the past and they have been very lenient with past requests.  Mr. Logsdon stated the church is trying to do everything they are supposed to do, but they are also trying to keep the doors open and have space for everyone. 

Mr. Logsdon stated if they can’t keep the buildings then they are going to have a period of about two months where they aren’t able to have service. Ms. Bridgette asked if they were utilizing the buildings now. Mr. Logsdon stated they are, but they have to move them for the rest of the construction which is going to cost them another $20,000 to have them setup in a different area on the property. He stated if they moved them and spent that money then had to get rid of them once the new building was done it was counterproductive. Ms. Bridgette stated she does understand that, but they are building a new church and did not build it large enough. Mr. Logsdon stated they could not afford it. 

Mr. James stated that originally theses buildings were supposed to be temporary and they gave the church an extension last time. 

Ms. Bridgette opened the floor for public comment.

Mr. James motioned to table the request until May. Ms. Gilley seconded the motion. All votes being ayes, motion carried.

There being no further business before the Board, Mr. Nagy made a motion to adjourn. Ms. Gilley seconded the motion. All votes being ayes, motion carried.
