A REQUEST BY MAXINE MOATES FOR THE ANNEXATION OF PROPERTY AS SHOWN ON MAP A PRESENT INTO THE CITY LIMITS WITH AGRIC-2 (AGRICULTURE DISTRICT) ZONING AS SHOWN ON MAP B PROPOSED LOCATED ON COUNTY ROAD 520.

[bookmark: _Hlk39054542]Mr. Harrison introduced a request by Maxine Moates to annex and zone 41.77 acres located on County Road 520. 

Mr. Justin Martin, owner of M&S Construction, was there representing Ms. Moates, stated approximately three (3) acres is already inside the City limits and they would like the remainder of the 41.77 annexed in also. 

Mr. Harrison opened the floor for comments or questions. 

There being no further discussion Mr. Vickers moved to grant the request and Mr. Rogers made the second to recommend the approval of the annexation and AGIC-2 zoning located on County Road 520. All ayes, let it be shown that Planning Commission recommends to the council the annexation and zoning be approved.

A REQUEST BY KYLE BOATWRIGHT TO REZONE THE PROPERTY FROM M-3 (HEAVY MANUFACTURING) TO PBD (PLANNED BUSINESS DISTRICT) LOCATED AT 114 S. CONNER ST.

Mr. Harrison introduced a request by Kyle Boatwright to rezone the property from M-3 to PBD located at 114 S. Conner St. 

Mr. Harrison asked Ms. Hayes if this property wasn’t rezoned within the past year or so? Ms. Hayes stated it was rezoned to M-3 for Mr. Boatwright’s manufacturing business, but there is a warehouse that he is using for his business. Mr. Boatwright came new to the area and has since found the warehouse he is currently using meets his needs and the remainder of the property is not being used. Ms. Hayes stated it made sense to rezone to PBD so the area can be used.

Mr. Harrison opened the floor for comments or questions.

Mr. Vickers made a motion and Mr. Hudson made the second to approve the request by Kyle Boatwright to rezone the property from M-3 to PBD located at 114 S. Conner St. All ayes, let it be shown that the Planning Commission recommends that the Council approve the rezone.

[bookmark: _Hlk10616312]A REQUEST BY DELTA LAND COMPANY FOR A PRELIMINARY PLAT APPROVAL FOR GREYTHORNE SUBDIVISION.

Mr. Harrison introduced a request by Delta Land Company for a preliminary plat approval for Greythorne subdivision located at the corner of Shellfield Road and Salem Road. Mr. Matt McIntyre introduced himself on behalf of Delta Land Company. 

 Mr. Harrison stated they had received a letter from a resident concerning the proposed area and verified each member had received a copy of the letter. Mr. Harrison asked if there were any others that wanted to come forward with questions or concerns. 

Mr. Brian Dow of 203 Windsor Trace stepped forward and introduced himself. Mr. Dow asked if it was going to be a subdivision; would it be houses, garden homes, apartments? Mr. McIntyre answered it would be a subdivision of normal sized homes. 

Ms. Sara Chapman of 200 Windsor Trace asked if the plat was just across from Windsor Trace and Windsor Garden or was it adjacent to it. Ms. Hayes showed her a copy of the map and pointed out it was on the corner of Salem and Shellfield. 

Mr. Joey Caylor of 2780 Shellfield Road asked again what type of houses would be built there. Ms. Hayes stated it was zoned R-85 so the lots would be 85 foot by 85 foot, but the plat actually showed them being larger than that. 

Mr. Robert Hutson of 104 Windsor Trace asked if a traffic study had been done on Shellfield Rd. and where are the entrances of the new subdivision located. Ms. Hayes said a traffic study had not been performed, that the City does not conduct those. Mr. Hutson asked why the entrance could not be located on Salem Rd. instead of on Shellfield Rd.  Mr. Vickers said he did not know if this played a part in the decision or not, but on Salem Rd. there is a huge bank there. Mr. McIntyre stated the land is low on the Salem Rd. side and that is where the retention pond will be located. Ms. Hayes said that the preliminary plat does meet all City requirements and again pointed out that we do not handle the traffic count. Mr. Hutson said he would like the entrance to be offset from Windsor Trace. 

There being no further discussion Mr. Hudson moved to grant the request and Mr. Rogers made the second to approve the preliminary plat for Greythorne Subdivision. 

Mr. Harrison asked if there were any other matters that needed to be brought before the board. Ms. Hayes told them all that she was working with the University of North Alabama on setting up Zoom meetings for certifications and re-certifications for board members. 

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business before the Commission, Mr. Harrison declared the meeting adjourned.  Mr. Vickers made a motion to adjourn and Mr. Rogers made the second, motion carried. This meeting was recorded and this recording is on file as a permanent part of these minutes.
