REVIEW OF MINUTES- June 10, 2020

NEW BUSINESS
DERALD TACEY- SIDE YARD VARIANCE- 2801 QUAIL COVE
Ms. Hawkins introduced a request by Derald Tacey for a side yard variance to construct an above ground pool and an after the fact side yard variance for a lean to located at 2801 Quail Cove. 
Ms. Tacey stated there is a lean-to in the back that they got a permit for, but they wanted to attach it to the side of the house instead of in the back. The tree kind of leans over and you can hardly see it. The pool would be on the side yard, but because their property is so unique according to the city there is three front yards. Mr. Tacey stated the lean-to is where they keep all of their lawn equipment and his scooter. 
There was no public comment. 
Mr. James asked how high the pool would be due to only being able to have a 4-foot fence around their yard. Mr. Tacey stated he believed it was 54 inches. Mr. James asked if there was any way they could put the pool where the lean-to is so that it could not be seen from the road as well. Mr. Tacey stated the pool is to wide. Mr. James said his concern was being able to see an above ground pool sticking up over the fence when you turn off of Morningdove Way. Ms. Tacey stated the side yard was very large and the pool would be up closer to the house. She stated it would be 10 feet from the house to comply with the ordinance, but that would still put the pool about 50 feet from each side. 

Ms. Gilley asked what the size of the pool was and if it was round or rectangle. Ms. Tacey stated it was round. Ms. Tacey stated it was just a round above ground pool that wouldn’t stay up all year around. He stated it wasn’t a permanent fixture in the yard and that it did not block the view in the road. Ms. Gilley asked if the pool could be moved more to the front and the fence be moved. Mr. Tolbert stated the fence could still only be 4 foot tall. Mr. Tacey stated there wouldn’t be room for the pool with the privacy fence if they moved it. Ms. Gilley stated her concern was being able to see the pool when you are driving because that is a nice neighborhood. Ms. Gilley asked if it could be moved around to the other side that is on Quail Cove. Mr. Tolbert stated it needed to stay in a side yard because that was technically their front yard. He stated it didn’t need to be up closer to Quail Cove because that would be their front yard. 
Mr. James made a motion to approve the request for a side yard variance for a lean-to and an above ground pool located at 2801 Quail Cove under the condition the pool be taken down outside of the summer months. Mr. Nagy made the second. The vote being all ayes, motion carried.
CARRIE ANN AYERS- SPECIAL EXCEPTION- 1931 GENEVA HIGHWAY
Ms. Hawkins introduced a request by Carrie Ann Ayers for special exception to hold swimming pool fitness classes located at 1931 Geneva Highway. 
Ms. Ayers stated she is wanting to do an aquatic exercise program in either her pool or her clients pool. Ms. Hawkins asked if the pools would be in the backyard. Ms. Ayers said yes they are. 
Mr. Nagy asked if there would be multiple parties coming at the same time. Ms. Ayers stated no it was going to be more intimate. There would only be one or two people. She stated she planned to do them in the shallow end of the pool so it would only accommodate 3 people. 
Mr. James asked if she was trying to do the majority of it at her home or would she be going out to other people’s homes. Ms. Ayers stated that she was, but that if her clients would be more comfortable doing it at their home then she would go there. Ms. Gilley asked that it would only be maybe 2 people at most. Ms. Ayers stated yes it would only be 2 people. She also stated that she has a liability waiver her clients must sign. 
Mr. Nagy made a motion to approve the request for special exception to operate a swimming pool fitness class located at 1931 Geneva Highway. Ms. Gilley made the second. The vote being all ayes, motion carried.
STEVEN LYNN DYE- FRONT YARD VARIANCE- 604 GREEN DRIVE
Ms. Hawkins introduced a request by Steven Lynn Dye for an after the fact 18’ front yard variance for a covered carport located at 604 Green Drive. 
Mr. Dye stated that he lives in Regency Meadows and has lived there since 2001. He stated that he had originally put a flat carport to the side of his house. He bought a detached carport and put it in the driveway in the front of his house. He stated it sits a good bit off the road, but he would be will to take down the original structure and move the new carport back in its place. He stated he bought a 2020 dodge ram truck at the first of the year and it will not fit under his old carport. He stated it is a $70,000 truck and he wanted to protect it. He stated he did not realize he needed to get a permit because everyone in his neighborhood has these carports. He stated he would move the structure to the back of his fence and get the old carport modified to fit his truck under it or dismantle the old carport and move the new one back. 
Ms. Gilley asked if he could raise the old structure up about 4 inches. He stated yes, he could have it raised up. He stated he could just raise that up and move the new one to the backyard and park his dolly under it. 
Mr. James stated he wouldn’t approve the carport being where it is and he suggested Mr. Dye come back to the city to modify the old carport to go along with the ordinance. Mr. Tolbert stated as long as it was attached to the house it would be allowed.
